Like
many other activities, Odyssey of the Mind is a volunteer organization. Every parent will have an
active role with the team. Each team will have one or two coaches and a selected judge. Training
is required for coaches and judges. Other team parents need to be available for extra activities
such as helpers, drivers, shoppers, garage space securers, working at the regional tournament
and more. Teams begin meeting weekly starting in late October to prepare for the OM Regional
Tournament, which is expected to be held in early March 2009.
